The local council sends a form to every home every
autumn to check who should be on the list. You or
someone else in your home must fill in the form and
send it back to the local council.

election. This is called a polling card. The card

tells you where and when to vote.

On election day, you go to the polling station.
The polling station is usually a school or local
hall near where you live.

Polling is another word for voting.

Fold the ballot paper and put it in the ballot box.

(Postal vote )

If you cannot get to the polling station, you can
ask your local council for a postal vote.

Your ballot paper will be sent to you at home.
You can fill the ballot paper in and post it back.

If you want a postal vote, phone your local council.
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(Proxy vote ) (What happens next?)

Sometimes you can let someone else vote for you. When voting is over, the votes are counted.
This is called a proxy vote. The winner is the person with the most votes.

You can only
have a proxy vote
if you cannot go
to the polling
station and you
have not asked
for a postal vote.
